


	Božur  (Paeonia officinalis, L.)
	Peony has been a symbol of wealth, honor, love, and fertility for centuries. It blooms in spring, usually from May to June, with flowering lasting 2–5 weeks. The flowers are large, often fragrant, and may be red, yellow, or white. Peonies are used in traditional medicine. They are very long-lived plants, capable of growing in the same spot for decades. Peonies are also a popular choice in ornamental gardens.
	Božur je stoljećima bio simbol bogatstva, časti, ljubavi i plodnosti. Cvate u proljeće, obično u svibnju i lipnju, a cvatnja traje 2–5 tjedana. Cvjetovi su veliki, često mirisni i mogu biti crvene, žute ili bijele boje. Koristi se u tradicionalnoj medicini. Vrlo je dugovječna biljka i može rasti desetljećima na istom mjestu. Omiljen je u ukrasnim vrtovima.
